(MT. 25:1-13) 

”THEN THE KINGDOM OF HEAVEN WILL BE LIKE TEN VIRGINS WHO TOOK THEIR 
LAMPS AND WENT TO MEET THE BRIDEGROOM.  
FIVE OF THEM WERE FOOLISH, AND FIVE WERE WISE. FOR WHEN THE FOOLISH TOOK
